Enhanced 911 Capable Emergency Communication District

Dear Director or Board Chairperson:


As set forth in the Board's letter of August 6, 2007, to you, House Bill 318, which was passed into law effective June 14, 2007, significantly amended the Wireless 911 Act and specifically changed the distribution formula for cost reimbursement to Emergency Communication Districts (ECDs) in Alabama.


Beginning in October 2007, an additional 24% of monies received by the Board from the $.70 monthly service fee on wireless connections is to be set aside for reimbursement of actual costs associated with the implementation Phase II for distribution to ECDs.  The first $2 million collected is being set aside for ECDs, which were not Phase II capable as of June 14, 2007. The Board should, in the near future, accumulate the Two Million Dollars authorized by the legislation to assist these ECD's.  However, subsequent to that time the additional 24% is to be distributed to all ECD's which have been approved by the Board as operating a Phase II enhanced 911 System.  

In an effort to efficiently administer and oversee the implementation of this legislation, the Wireless 911 Board is requesting that you provide, by no later than January 31, 2008, certification of whether or not your ECD is indeed receiving and processing Phase II calls.  As mentioned above, the additional 24% distribution authorized by the legislation only is to be paid to those ECD's who are receiving and processing Phase II calls.
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The enclosed Certification form should be completed, notarized and returned to the Board as soon as possible, but by no later than January 31, 2008.  FAILURE TO TIMELY PROVIDE THIS CERTIFICATION TO THE BOARD COULD RESULT IN YOUR ECD NOT TIMELY RECEIVING THE ADDITIONAL DISTRIBUTION IT MAY BE ENTITLED TO.
