Establishment of Quorum – Called to Order

The meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m. by President Kevin Caputo.  President Caputo welcomed those in attendance and announced the names of the CROAA Board of Directors and CROAA District Representatives for the coming year.
First Order of Business – Reading of Minutes

Minutes from the August 21, 2008 CROAA Business Meeting were read and a motion was made to accept them and seconded.
President’s Report

President Kevin Caputo welcomed the members in attendance and thanked them for their support.  President Caputo distributed a listing showing a breakdown of all the various CROAA committees for this year and expressed his appreciation to all who are serving on these committees.  President Caputo also thanked Sonny Brasfield and Mary Pons along with the ACCA for their continuing support of this organization.  
New Business

President Kevin Caputo announced the names of those serving on the Awards Committee (formerly the Honorary Membership Committee) with Susan Russell appointed as Committee Chair.  President Caputo distributed a proposal to the members’ specific to a new CROAA Award.  President Caputo made a motion for a new County Revenue Officer of the Year Award to be adopted.  A motion was made to adopt this new award and seconded.  The Awards Committee is to begin working on drafting the parameters for the award and present this to the President as soon as possible.
President Kevin Caputo also announced that he will be working with a number of the CROAA Committees and with the ACCA to put together a CROAA presentation for the County Administrator’s Conference in May specific to “In House Collections”.  President Caputo commented this should include working with the Membership Committee and Audit Committee to develop an information package and presentation from an audit perspective including licensing and collection costs, data and other information.

Mary Pons, ACCA Staff Attorney announced that the ACCA Board of Directors had recently approved and formed an ACCA Education Evaluation Committee.  CROAA members Butch Burbage and Betty Peterson will be serving on this ACCA Committee.  
Betty Peterson discussed newly adopted CRE continuing education requirements.  Betty commented on the need to attach copies of certificates earned and/or other supporting documentation specific to courses or training completed including copies of agendas, course outlines, and etcetera when submitting your CRE continuing education paperwork.
Sonny Brasfield encouraged CROAA members to increase their presence at future conferences and other events.  Sonny commented on the need for planning, organizing and communicating CROAA agendas, scheduling speakers and registering attendees in advance for future CROAA breakout sessions and meetings.  Sonny encouraged the CROAA members to emphasize the need for continuing local government enforcement for sales and use taxes.  Sonny also provided an update on the latest status of business license and streamlined sales tax issues and legislation.  

President Kevin Caputo opened the floor for discussion on CROAA and ACCA possibly drafting an “exchange of information agreement” for participating Counties to sign off on to join a “PACT” or “COOP” through the ACCA to share and exchange information specific to tax collection, audits, and etcetera.  Sonny Brasfield suggested that CROAA consider submitting a blank copy of an information sharing agreement to Mary Pons at the ACCA for further discussion on this topic.   
President Kevin Caputo talked briefly about each of the CROAA committee appointments for the upcoming year including the newly formed President’s Committee and License Committee.  Kevin indicated the various committees would be active in the current year in gathering information to make a presentation to County Administrators and in coordinating with the ADOR and other resources to stay abreast of latest legislation, ALJ rulings, and etcetera.  

President Kevin Caputo introduced CROAA Education Committee Chair Terisa Lang who presented a Proposed Cancellation Policy for CROAA.  President Caputo then opened the floor for a vote on this new cancellation policy.  A motion was made to adopt this new cancellation policy and seconded.  

President Kevin Caputo discussed the need for additional CROAA members to teach in the Education Classes.  President Caputo encouraged each of the members to consider teaching a future class and reminded everyone that additional continuing education credits could be earned for instructors who teach these classes.  

Committee Reports
· Presidents Committee – New this year.  No specific report but President Caputo did comment that the President’s Committee had met briefly just before the start of the day’s regular business session.   

· Education committee – Terisa Lang suggested that any substitution language specific to the CROAA Cancellation Policy adopted today be submitted to the Education Committee so that this can be presented to President Caputo for further consideration at a later date.

· Audit committee – No report.
· Membership committee – New brochures are completed and available on website.
· License committee – No report.
· Legislative committee - No specific report but Kirk Keith encouraged all members of CROAA to stay abreast of any legislation that may be addressed in the upcoming session particularly any concerning the possible removal of sales tax from food.
Other Business

President Caputo encouraged everyone to stay up to date on issues that may come up for consideration during the upcoming legislative session.  President Caputo noted this should include any potential legislation involving the possible removal of sales tax on food and streamlined sales tax.
Adjournment

It was then asked if there were any further business that should be addressed. There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made and seconded. The meeting was adjourned at 2:45 p.m.
